1.4 Payment made by the Client shall be made without deductions whatsoever except for those which the Client is legally bound to withhold and in which case the parties shall liaise accordingly to provide the necessary documentation to enable such payments to be made gross.

2. Responsibility
2.1 In the event that the student leaves the Client’s employment, the Client is still liable to the Provider for the payment of the fee relating to the respective student studying the course as stated above. The Client is advised to make separate arrangements with their students to cover such event and the possible recovery of the fees.

2.2In the event that a student wishes to withdraw from a course, the student must notify the Open University and once appropriate notification has been received by the Open University the student will be issued with an acknowledgement. Subject to this process:

i) The Client will not be liable for any fees for students whose notice of withdrawal reaches the Open University before the start date of the course presentation and any payments made by the Client for the affected student(s) will be refunded;

ii) If a student withdraws after the start date for the course presentation the Client is still liable for the course fee for the respective student unless the student is classified as “New” and the notice of withdrawal reaches the Open University in the first third of the respective course presentation. A “New” student is a student who has never registered as an Open University student OR who has previously registered as an Open University student but has withdrawn from the course BEFORE the start date for the course presentation. In these circumstances the Client will be refunded 50% of the fee paid for the respective student.

2.3 Where the Client wishes to receive the course results for the student whom they are sponsoring the Client will need to ensure that the student has given such permission on the student’s registration agreement. Personal data relating to the individual student will not be released unless the student has agreed to the sharing of this information.

3.  Miscellaneous
3.1This Agreement constitutes the entire agreement between the Parties and supersedes any other previous agreements in relation to the subject matter hereof howsoever made or purported to have been made.

This Agreement shall be governed in accordance with the laws of England and all disputes arising therefrom or in relation thereto shall be subject to the non-exclusive jurisdiction of the English courts.
